WHAT'S IN A NAME? 
 

A lot...or very little.   

Who gave you your name?  Have you ever changed your name, or wanted to? People who know that the 

right name can launch or define a career will often change their names.

How many young people hate their names?  How many know why their parents chose their name and 

why?  How many want to know?  One father named his firstborn after a tobacco company ad he saw on 

the side of a barn.  "Liked the name! Haven't a clue what it means."  
  

There are web sites that gives you the latest and the hottest names for newborns.  Zachary is big these 

days.  Brittany and Sophia appeared a couple of years ago. Biblical names are usually favorites, 

especially among those who have understood the importance of names in the Bible. There was/is a 

theology that sees a predicative quality to a name...the child will grow up into the fullness of the name.   

Finally, there are name changes in the Bible when there has been a transformation in that person's 

identity, occasioned by God's revealing movement in and purpose for their lives - Abram to Abraham; 

Jacob to Israel; Cephas to Peter, etc.  
 

Congregations have the privilege and responsibility of naming themselves.  They have done so for 

centuries.  There are several categories of names:  the first, names of Saints and Biblical characters.   

This would include St. Paul's, St. John's, and St. Matthew's, for example.  The second would be according 

to the denomination.  There's the First Baptist Church of Chester, Tenth Presbyterian, Philadelphia, etc.  

The third would be to name a congregation after a particular biblical virtue:  Grace Church, Manhattan; 

Faith Methodist Church, Fox Chapel.  The Roman Catholics have a fourth category. They have a cluster 

of names around the Mother of Jesus: this would include St. Mary's, Queen of Heaven, Immaculate 

Conception, etc. Another set of names focus on the names of Christ or events in his life and ministry: 

Emmanuel on the North Side, Resurrection, Holy Cross, etc.   Finally, some contemporary churches 

simply identify themselves with their geographic location: Fox Chapel Presbyterian Church or Fox Chapel 

Episcopal Church, for example. 
 

The name change at our church is necessitated by the fact that our signage and advertising is misleading, 

and that we did re-align. We are not Fox Chapel Episcopal Church anymore.  Some people either seeing 

our road signs or viewing our website have been misled into thinking that we were a part of the Episcopal 

Diocese of Pittsburgh and the national Episcopal Church.   
 

The vestry has  looked at three names as starters: Fox Chapel Anglican; Fox Chapel Community - 

Anglican; Fox Chapel Anglican-Episcopal.  These are starters.  They may be finishers, but we would like 

your input.  Go online or give us a note. 
 

One further thought.   A new name must do more than reflect the past.  It must also project a future that 

should add to and evolve from the past, but not be limited by that past.  A new name is, after all, just that: 

A New Name, not just an old name rewritten.  There must be meaning in that name!     Fr. Tom   

 

 



  

  Complements. 
 

 I was blessed to have a Cape May vacation in September, an annual retreat for me. 

 

My duties included: choosing from among gorgeous, hand-dyed colored wools to use in a hooked 

rug, sleeping to the sound of rain on an old tin roof backed up with the distant thunder of ocean 

waves rocking on the porch of the Chalfonte Hotel, laughing and sharing with some wonderful rug 

hooking friends witnessing the delights and challenges of the creative process sharing our craft with 

the public as they visit our Exhibit and Classrooms and most delightfully for me, 

showing up for three square meals a day! 

 

Choosing color involves somewhat of a familiarity with the Color Wheel:  knowing which colors go 

together.  Complementarity is key.  Red and green are complements.  Yellow and purple.  Blue and 

orange.  One fascinating aspect of this is that complements when mixed in the dye bath always 

result in a color akin to MUD.  I suspect the Creator, (particularly evident in Genesis 1) valued 

distinctions, perspectives, and contrast! 

 

This morning as I walked my dogs, I was once again witness to the Creator’s love of color and 

complementarity.  Yellow gold weeds (called goldenrod) swayed in the wind, silhouetted against a 

bright blue sky.  I thought about the outrageous colors of October:  trees in yellows, reds, greens, 

russet, and bits of green lying behind the beiges and tans of cornstalk fields.  And then I recalled the 

purple tones in the barren trees of November paired with yellow and that dirty pink on mountain 

vistas.  December brings its own outrageous color plan.  The light, as night comes on, casts purples 

and blues upon the fallen snow.  The warm tones of palest pink and yellow complement the pale 

blue of morning skies.  How our Creator strutted his love of beauty … for our enjoyment and awe. 

 

Complementarity is also evident in human beings.  Male and female are paired in relationships 

which result in new life springing forth.  As we move into our fall schedule, I encourage you to pray 

about, seriously considering attending our November 4 and 5 Marriage Seminar.  Ginger Stage, a 

gifted Licensed Psychologist and teacher, has agreed to come and talk about Managing and 

Appreciating our Differences in marriage.  This is an incredible opportunity for us as a church, 

and I would encourage you to invite any married (or yet to be married) couple to participate.  We will 

have a Friday evening session, and a Saturday morning session, finishing up around lunchtime.   

 

May you each be blessed with lovely walks, warm fires, and breathtaking glimpses of our Creator’s 

handiwork.  Here’s a slogan I saw on a rug in Cape May:   

 

“It’s not how many breaths you take that measures a life, but how many times your breath is taken 

away.”
